> Serve Snacks!

Pigeon's favorite foods include hot dogs and cookies.
Create a hot dog bar with several condiments to choose
from, or consider making mini hot dogs in the form of pigs
in a blanket.

® Have a Puppet Show!

After the children make the finger puppets on pages 8 and
9, have them write a script and perform a puppet show!
Having the audience in front of a couch and the puppeteers
behind it makes a great puppet theater.

® Duck, Duck, Pigeon

Remember Duck, Duck, Goose? This is Duck, Duck, Pigeon!
HOW TO PLAY:

All of the children except one sit in a circle facing one
another. The remaining person goes around the circle,
tapping each child gently on the head and saying “Duck!

When the tapper says “Pigeon,” the child whose head was
just touched jumps up and chases the tapper around the
circle.
